Objectives: 

❖ To provide students with an in-depth understanding of CSS Grid and Flexbox for advanced 

website layout design. 

❖ To offer hands-on experience in creating responsive, structured, and visually appealing web 

layouts using practical tools such as cssgridgenerator.io. 

❖ To encourage creativity and problem-solving by allowing students to work on personalized grid-

based designs while receiving real-time guidance from the ACM team. 

 

Outcomes:  

❖ Students developed a deeper understanding of layout styling using both Grid and Flexbox, 

enhancing their website design capabilities. 

❖ Participants gained practical exposure to using CSS layout tools and applying them to custom 

projects. 

❖ The interactive workshop format boosted student engagement and helped identify potential 

recruits for the ACM technical team, including candidates for the Assistant Tech Head position. 
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Detailed Report: 

The ACM-DBIT Student Chapter organized ACM Kick-Off 3.0 a continuation of the earlier 

"ACM Kick-Off: WebDev and Beyond" workshops on 13th August 2025 from 11:15 AM to 1:15 

PM at the Computer Centre. This session focused exclusively on CSS Grid elements and Flexbox, 

aiming to strengthen students’ skills in creating professional, responsive web layouts. 

The workshop commenced with Dev Dominic, Sponsorship Head of ACM, introducing the concept 

of CSS Grid and demonstrating its structure and applications. He also presented cssgridgenerator.io, 

an interactive online tool for designing custom grid layouts. Students actively participated in creating 

their own grid templates using the tool, with Austin Joy, Publicity Head of ACM, assisting in the 

demonstration and guiding participants through the process. 

The event maintained a highly interactive environment, as students were encouraged to experiment 

with their own design ideas. The ACM team members moved across the venue, assisting in resolving 

doubts, debugging code, and providing tips for optimal layout structuring. This collaborative 

approach ensured that students could learn by doing while receiving direct mentorship. 

Towards the end of the session, Verushka Fernandes, Secretary of ACM, introduced participants to 

basic JavaScript concepts through a micro session on the subject. This segment gave students a 

glimpse into how JavaScript can enhance website interactivity and functionality. To enhance their 

understanding further, she demonstrated the practical utilization of JavaScript through a simple but 

useful Email Validator code snippet. This section proved useful in helping the students better grasp 

the theoretical concepts that they had just learnt.  

The event concluded with an announcement of a prize pool worth INR 2000, motivating students to 

channel their creativity into competing to have the best website visually made. Beyond skill 

development, the workshop also served as a scouting opportunity for the ACM technical team, 

helping identify talented individuals for the Assistant Tech Head and tech team roles.  

The enthusiastic participation and positive feedback reflected the workshop’s success in enhancing 

students’ web development skills while fostering interest in creative project building.
